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House Rules & Procedures 
 

Guests are requested to note the following house rules and procedures: 
• No smoking. 
• Twixtu is not to be used to sleep more than 7 people. 
• Every endeavour is made to see that Twixtu is clean for your arrival and it is 

requested that it is left clean and tidy on your departure. 
• Tenancies begin at 3:00pm and end at 10:00am.  
• Breakages, loss or damage must be reported to the housekeeper and paid for before 

departure. 
• Dogs may be brought by prior arrangement only @ £20 per dog per week. Dogs are 

only accepted on the strict understanding that they are kept under control, exercised 
off the premises and are not permitted in the bedrooms or on the furniture, nor should 
they be left in the property unsupervised. 

• You are very welcome to light a fire in the lounge fireplace, which draws well provided 
the fuel is nice and dry. There’s a good supply of kindling in the wood-pile in the 
corner of the back yard (please don’t let children climb on it) and some coal in the 
store immediately opposite the back door. Please use kindling only to start the fire 
and then coal for longer burning, so that the kindling supply will last for other guests. 
You can buy more coal at the village shop. We would be very grateful if you could 
clear out most of the ashes at the end of your stay and, when cool, put into a plastic 
bag and then into the dustbin.  

• In exceptionally cold weather, there are blankets provided for your use. There is also 
a free-standing electric heater in every bedroom. 

• We have a selection of books for adults and children for you to enjoy. Please also feel 
free to use our games cupboard with games such as chess, Pictionary, Monopoly, 
Trivial Pursuit, Scrabble & Cluedo, plus various puzzles. Please leave these boxed, 
neat and tidy when you’re finished.

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Cancellation Policy 
 

• A deposit is required to confirm a booking. Once paid, the deposit is non-refundable.
